ABSTRACT

The topic of this thesis entitled "Nursing Approach to the Sexuality of People
with Disabilities", essentially describes the attitude of society, as well as how to
deal with people with disabilities over the years.

Initially, the first chapter analyzes and separates the concepts of disability,
while at the same time common elements are identified between them. In
addition, the concept of sexuality is described according to the views of experts
and the World Health Organization. The thesis then focuses on the sexuality of
people with disabilities, from the time of the Eugenics Movement until today,
the perspective of society towards it as well as the way sexuality develops in
these people, emphasizing through examples the difficulties, natural and
psychological.

However, the development of sexuality in people with disabilities carries many
risks, in addition to the limitations imposed by the disability itself. The third
chapter will analyze these risks, as well as ways to prevent sexual abuse of these
people, prevent pregnancy and its consequences. The fourth chapter
emphasizes the need for education of people with disabilities, which is adapted
to the various forms of disability and the contribution of health professionals in
this process. In addition, the benefits of sex education, the goals and objectives,
the effectiveness and the contribution of the parents on it are clarified.

Finally, two cases of people with disabilities are analyzed, which describe the
type of disability, the problem of expression of sexuality they face, as well as
corresponding ways of treatment and education for each case.
